• Scholarships are provided by the Eisenberg Family for students who are graduating from the 
MIE Torah High Institute for Judaic Studies and who plan to continue their studies in Israel. 

• Application must be made to an approved Israel learning experience program. Awards will 
be sent directly to that program on the recipient's behalf.  

• Successful applicants will be notified of the scholarship committee's decision by mail, date 
to be determined.  

• The balance of fees due to the program is the applicant's responsibility. 
• Recipients are expected to attend the ATT Awards Presentation and Annual Meeting to 

accept their award. 
• Recipients are expected to write a thank you letter to the Eisenberg Family that is to be given 

to them at the Awards Presentation and Annual Meeting and engage in a short conversation 
with them during the reception.
